Dr. Rana Roy is one of the foremost global experts in infrastructure economics and in the wider field of public economics. 

In the course of his work in and for government agencies in Australia and the UK, the London Mayoralty, the European Commission, the ECMT and the OECD, as well as several major private-sector players in the field, Dr. Roy has been at the forefront of each of the major advances in the theory and practice of infrastructure economics in the OECD world in the last two decades, including inter alia key innovations in cost-benefit analysis, radical changes in the public sector discounting regime, the revival of public investment and the development of public-private partnerships.

In particular, Dr. Roy has been at the forefront of the research effort to establish the case for the efficient taxation of economic rents and externalities and to introduce efficient pricing systems in road and rail transport and all relevant sectors.  His work on Optimal Transport Pricing was adopted by all European Transport Ministers; his Politician’s Guide to Efficient Pricing is widely used by OECD governments; and he has been intimately involved at key decision points in the development of the Central London Congestion Charging Scheme through his work for the Mayor of London and as a Board Member of Transport for London.

Dr. Roy has significant experience in the development, delivery and oversight of large-scale public investment programmes in several OECD countries.  This includes his responsibilities at the Australian Department of the Prime Minister and Cabinet in relation to Government Business Enterprises, his advisory responsibilities to the European Commission’s DG-TREN and the Kinnock Cabinet in relation to the Trans-European Networks, and his responsibilities as a Board Member and Member of the Finance Committee of Transport for London in relation to the London Underground investment programme and London’s Crossrail project.  

Additionally, Dr. Roy has a long-established track record in macro-economic commentary.  Since at least 2001, in his advisory work for the investment community as well as in his published writings, he has consistently predicted (a) the positive step-change in global economic growth, driven by the take-off in China and India, (b) the persistence of the underlying economic cycle and the recession of 2008-10, and (c) the renewal of the positive step-change in global economic growth following the recession.

Alongside his professional record and achievements, Dr. Roy has acquired extensive experience, at increasing levels of responsibility, as a senior executive and as a non-executive director in large organisations as well as more than a decade’s experience as the sole owner and director of his independent consultancy.
